Igor Stravinsky was a Russian composer, and is widely considered one of the most influential talents of the 20th century. Originally a student of the piano (whose teacher thought him unmusical), Stravinsky went on to work with Diaghalev's Ballets Russes for whom he composed The Firebird, Petrushka, and Rite of Spring. 





The Ballet Russes brought together artists in groundbreaking collaborations. These artists included Stravinsky, Debussy, Prokofiev, Picasso, Matisse, and Leon Baskt. Michel Fokine was choreographer.





Stravinsky died in 1971 at the age of 88.

















	Vaslav Nijinsky


was a dancer in Ballets Russes. He choreographed the infamous Rite of Spring in 1913.
